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This term we will be looking at supporting the children with settling in with the routines and new rules of school, feeling confident in their setting and making new friends.  This project teaches children about being helpful, kind and thoughtful at home and at school. This project also teaches children how they are unique and special, the importance of friendship and how people in their family, school and local community are important and can help them.  We will be looking at photos of people in their families and talking about them, mark making to different tempos of music and talking about special people in their lives.

In our project, exploring Autumn, we will be looking at the natural changes that happen during the season of Autumn, including how the weather changes, why trees lose their leaves and how wild animals prepare for winter.  We will be counting with pumpkin seeds, going for an Autumn walk and guessing which animals live in the woods. We will also be doing lots of activities with conkers, sticks and leaves.
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
